But Rodin’s works were
completely realistic, often showing powerful feelings
like fear, despair or loneliness. Many people didn’t like
Rodin’s realistic style or the fact that he

didn’t follow the “rules” of sculpture; but

he wasn’t afraid to let his art reflect the

full range of human emotions and

experience.
